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Standards and Criteria for Exhibiting at HOMEMAKERS Expos nationally.
Ongoing endeavours to maintain and elevate the standard of HOMEMAKERS Expos, necessitate the following minimum standards which are to be strictly adhered to:

1. Stand design and product profile are to be strictly in line with the Home Lifestyle, Home Enhancement and Home Improvement profile of HOMEMAKERS Expo.

2. Should an exhibitor not have a suitable or custom designed stand the ‘Optional Premium Package’ becomes mandatory as part of the contract. Stands that have battered/old items of furniture or shelving, trestle tables not dressed or items placed at random with no planned design, are not acceptable. 
3. Exhibitors are to ensure that their products are displayed within the parameters of their stand and that they do not encroach upon neighbouring exhibits or aisle space.  This includes displaying pop-up banners on the perimeter of stands which encroach into the aisles.  
4. Drawings and designs of custom-built/double-storey/out-of-the ordinary stand designs are to be submitted to the Organisers for approval.
5. Products/services are to be specified on the contract and will be assessed by the Organisers for suitability. Exhibitors are not to deviate from what has been specified on the contract.  The Organisers reserve the right to insist on removal of unspecified products.
6. Exhibitors in retail or direct sales giving demonstrations from their stand/s are to refrain from using lapel microphones and are required to monitor the sound level emanating from their stands.

7. Exhibitors in retail or direct sales will be limited to the number of corner stands allocated to them. This varies from region to region depending on the size of the show and the product spread on each show and is at the discretion of the Organiser.
8. Only professionally made up branding and signage is acceptable; no photocopied signage stuck up with ‘prestik’ or un-mounted posters & photographs are permitted. (i.e. pictorial displays must be of the highest quality).  Fascia text is printed in standard font and type chosen by the Organisers. Only the company name and stand number appears, affixed by an approved supplier. 
9. No gazebos or outdoor flying banners are permitted at this upmarket, indoor event.

The Organisers reserve the right to remove any signage deemed inappropriate or close a stand which does not comply with the accepted look & feel of the Expo or any of the items stipulated above.
